Q Now, in connection with the next
sentence, it says, "Therefore, our guidance was
that the copyright registration should be filed
with the author |isted as anonynous."

Di d anybody ever tell you who gave this
gui dance?

A Helen told me that she wanted to have
the author listed in the Course in Mracles as
anonynous. She could have told Bob Skutch al so.

Q We'll conme back to this article |later
but if you | ook on the next page for a nonment, if
you | ook under on the right-hand side, the next to
the | ast paragraph --

A Yes.

Q -- begins, "The Foundation for I|nner
Peace has al so received application fromthe
United States trademark office to use the title of
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Course in Mracles as a service mark, simlar to a
trademark. This will allow us to appropriately
l[imt public use of the title."

Did there cone a point in tinme when FIP
as a whole nmade a deternmination that it wi shed to

limt the use of the title A Course in Mracles?

A To limt it in the extent of?

Q I'mjust readi ng sentence.

Q My question is the sentence says, "This

will allow us to appropriately limt publication
use of the title."
Let's go back for a nmovenent. What does
that refer to in that sentence?

Q This is an article that was put out by
FACI M?

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MR. ROSENBERG Larry, | want to make sure the
reporter got it just for the sake of conpl eteness.

MR. FABIAN:. Q M question is when did FIP
deternmine that it wanted to appropriately Iimt
use of the title for the first time?

A I"mgoing say that it probably started
to happen in the very early '90s, probably

around ' 90.

If you give ne a specific -- you know,
ask ne a specific date, | could not tell you the
date. It evolved. Sone very strange things were

happeni ng, and we were getting sone very odd
requests, plus there were things that were
happening that we had to call people on that who
didn't request and felt they could go ahead and do
it.

One of the charges that Hel en gave ne as
presi dent of the Foundation for Inner Peace is to
al ways treat the Course with dignity. It was
really inportant to her. Dignity was an inportant
word. Sonme of the ways in which the Course was
being used, | felt, was the antithesis of that.

Q Woul d the use of A Course in Mracles on
cof fee cups be below the dignity that Hel en had
referred to?
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A Certainly.

Q Excuse ne a second.

(Di scussion held off the record.)

MR. FABIAN: Let's take a break for a couple
of m nutes.

(Recess taken.)

MR, FABIAN:. Q | believe before we had gone
off the record you had indicated that you'd had
one or nore conversations with Helen in which she
tal ked about a certain dignity level. |I'm
par aphr asi ng because | don't renenber the exact
words and | don't want to go back and read it.

A Yes.

Q Do you recall anything el se about that
conversation in terms of how she felt the Course
shoul d be used and for what purposes?

A Yes. It was very early in our
association -- and this is probably '75 or '-6,

late '75 or early '76.

A And she felt that the nessage shoul d be
kept intact, and she felt that there not be -- it
not be used -- the material not be used for

O
course, | was to use ny discretion, but she was
there with a very strong guiding hand all the
time.

Q Sure. Did Helen view a change of the

Course in the dignity that it should maintain?

A No. Never.

Q How about your view? Has it ever
changed?

A I think it's evol ved.

Q Just trying to keep it in terns of this

concept of dignity and certain level that it
shoul d be kept at. How did that evol ved?

A. In the beginning, very few people were
aware of the Course or famliar with it. Even
after it was first published and an article was
written about it in a national nmgazine, there was
still very few people who were aware of it.

But as nore and nore peopl e becane aware
of it, they used it, in their great enthusiasmfor
it. People like to put its words or its sentence
structure in their articles and joke books, things
like that. Sonetines people would ask us and
sonmeti nes people wouldn't. They, nost of the
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time, wouldn't because they didn't think they
needed to.

As it started to proliferate, this is
how it started to evolve in ne that it needed to
be nore carefully, I'd say, linted than we had
been doing. But this was really because of volune
and because strange things started to happen.

Q In terns of linmtation, are there
certain uses of A Course in Mracles, either as a
Course or as Course in Mracles that there has
been any determ nati on nade at the board | evel or
at the individual level of FIP that, you know, you
shoul dn't associ ate the phrase of Course in
Mracles? Did you decide you didn't want to have
it on T-shirts or you didn't want to have it on
bi | | boards?

A | cannot renmenber that there was any
board di scussion about this before the fact. The
board left it up to the executive comrittee to do
their best. Once in a while, a board nenber will
call to our attention sonething he or she had
noticed. But | do not believe it was part of a
board di scussion, although, informally, we
reported it, but not at a formal board neeting.

Q Who is on the executive committee, by
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the way, today?

A Ken Wapni ck, Bob Skutch, and I

Q Has that been the board and the
executive conmttee for sometinme?

A It's been the executive comittee for
sometine, but there are other board menbers.

Q The tel ephonic calls, was it by
tel ephone or did FIP ever send out formal letters
saying --

A. No. | called people because | wanted to
talk to them personally.

Q Now, ot her than whatever the defendant
in this case m ght be doing, let's put them aside
for the nonent, has FIP ever sent any letters to
any ot her groups or individuals in effect saying
"Stop doing that"?

A Yes.

Q Who?
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A After the tel ephone calls.

Q Who have they sent these letters to and
can you give ne the general idea of what you
didn't want themto do?

A Al'l the newsletters, all the centers, we
asked themto please be very careful and not to
rai se confusion about A Course in Mracles and
their identity with the students of the Course and
their studying of it.

So we asked themto please not |abel the
newsl etters A Course in Mracles newsletter, but
rather if they wished to use the nanme of the book

THE W TNESS: O course.

MR. ROSENBERG. If you put in a letter, Monty,
we'll look intoit. | certainly agree: You're
entitled toit, and it will be forthcon ng.

MR, FABIAN: Q Wen was the first tine you
recall that -- well, let's continue. That's one
t hi ng where you' ve asked people to cease and
desist, perhaps, do it in a different way.

Any ot her areas, anything else, you've
asked people to stop doing in witing?

MR. ROSENBERG. In a trademark sense or
copyri ght sense?

MR, FABI AN: Q Just when you asked people to
st op doi ng anyt hing.

A. Oh, yes.

Q Do you recall who el se you' ve asked to
stop doi ng what you didn't want themto do
anynor e?

A Yes.

Q If you would, tell nme that, please
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nost inportant ones first.

The nost inportant ones have been the
translations. W found out as early as 1980 that
people were translating and circul ati ng copi es of
the transl ati ons and we were engaged in just
contenpl ating a translation program because we
knew people in other countries were bilingual and
wanted to share it. W had to ask these people to
stop. |In sone cases, they stopped. In sone
cases, we had to go to legal action

Q So | understand: You asked themto stop
translating fromthe English version. It was not
that you asked themto stop maki ng copies you'd
al ready done?

A No. We hadn't done any. |It's about as
early as 1980.

Q Did you send any letters to say "Stop

doing this"? |If so, we would ask for production

A Yeah. O course. [|I'mtrying to think.
Do we have any letters? | think there should be
sonet hi ng.

Q Okay. Anything else that you recall

any other areas in which you said to people "Stop

doing this"?
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M racl es work book | esson cards, and we asked that
person to stop.

Q Okay. Anything else that you recall?

A Sonmeone was produci ng excerpts fromthe

Course. We asked that person to stop.

Q Did that person stop?

A O f and on.

Q Who was that? Wo is or was that
person?

A Saul Steinberg.

Q Anything else that you recall?

MR, ROSENBERG. Do you want copyright requests
from me?

MR. FABIAN: |'mnot interested whether it's
copyrighted or trademark.

MR. BARBER We'd asked for both, of course.

Q Do you recall when those first requests

A. My guess is probably anywhere from ' 80

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Q Did the request cone after you notified

the public at large that you had, in one or nore
of your newsletters, a certain copyright
principl es?

A We have all that broken down, and in
that, we can say exactly by year.

Q So when we get this conpilation, it wll
tell us?

MR. FABIAN: Q In connection with your
conversations with Helen starting back in 1975,
did Helen ever say to you in words to the effect
that she wanted the Course to be gotten out to the
public to as many people as possible?

A No. No. Definitely not.
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l[imtation -- prior to the copyright notice being
put on, did Helen ever give you any limtation to
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you in words to the effect, you know, "Don't hand
out the Course or copies to anyone"?

A Absolutely. Helen and Bill.

Q Okay. When Hel en gave you the two
copi es and then one nore when you first went out
to California, did you have a conversation with
her, do you recall, concerning the issue of
whet her copies could be made and you coul d give

out copies in whole or part?

A Yes.

Q What do you recall of that conversation?

A The conversations with everyone, not
just Helen alone, and with Bill. | was very aware

that they were aware of copyright policy because
their own articles were copyrighted. There were
distortions of a very well-known psychiatric
journal. It was nmde very clear to ne.

MR. ROSENBERG Just say what they said.

THE W TNESS: That was part of what they
said. It was nade very clear to ne that the
copyright -- not the copyright. | take that

back. | m sspoke -- that the docunent that | had
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I was to clear with them the peopl e that
| deened professionally connected to nme, after |
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expl ained to themhow it cane, because | wanted to
have sone people | really deeply care for review
it.
So they knew that this was to be for

review for sonebody who | liked, like Jerry
Janpol sky or Janes Bolen, who | nmentioned in
advance, or El eanore Criswell, who was ny advisor
at the tine that they were going to look at it.

Q This conversation occurred prior to your
going to California the first tine?

A Yes. | take back what | said before
because |' m thinking of contacts now.

There were a couple of conversations,

but the first conversation before | went to
California the first time, we didn't discuss who
they were. W just discussed this was to be kept
very quiet. The reason | understood that was
because they were very disinclined to have it seen
publicly, and they trusted nme, | think.

Q Do you recall giving an interview which

was written by John White and published in Science
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A | don't recall it.

Q Do you recall giving such an interview?

A No. But | certainly could have.
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Q Do you recall the follow ng statenents

bei ng made by you in that interview -- we'll try

to pull the interview later, but I'mgoing to ask
you if you recall giving the statenent.

"When | first met her | asked her --
referring to Helen -- | asked her if there was a
specific entity dictating it (the Course) to her
and if so who" -- |I"mnot going to quote the whole

thing. "Mittering under her breath, quote, 'It

says it's Jesus.' | recogni zed her anbival ence
and asked, 'Well, is it? And she answered, 'Of
course.""

Skutch: "Now do | believe it's Jesus?

The answer is yes."

These are statements that were made in
an interview with Judith Skutch and A Course in
Mracles -- excuse ne -- an interview wi th Judy
Skutch. This is the title A Course in Mracles,
Spiritual Wsdom for the New Age by John Wite
March 1986, Science of M nd.

Do you renenber meking those statenents?
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A | don't renmenber them | certainly
don't renmenber them but he's a friend of nine
Q Okay. Do you believe that M. VWhite

woul d nmi squote you?
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A No, | don't.
Q Do you renenber reviewing the article
before it was published?
A No, | don't.
Q O the interview?
A No.
Q Do you recall ever giving an interview

whi ch was published in the Yoga Journal in January
February 1983 to the Rama Jyoti Vernon?

A Yes, | do.

Q Tell me if you recall making these
statenments. This would be the question fromthe
interviewer: "WAs the Inner voice of Helen's ever
identified?" This is claims to be your answer:
"There was no question about that in Helen's
m nd, even though she was acutely unconfortable
with the idea for the Course uses the first person
si ngul ar throughout. Secondly the term nology for
the Course is Christian although it deals with

uni versal spiritual thenes and not with religious
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doctrines. But | rather let the material speak
for itself with this passage: The nanme of Jesus
Christ as such is but a synmbol. This Course has
cone from himbecause his words have reached you

in a | anguage you can | ove and understand."
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"There are also many -- there are al so

so many Biblical references interpreted that ring
true to ne that it is difficult to assign this
material to an anonynobus source."

Do you recall giving that statement?

A Yes, | do.

Q Do you still believe that today?

A Yes, | do.

Q I just want to read you a couple nore

MR. ROSENBERG.  What ever your pleasure, sir

MR. FABIAN. Q Again, | don't want to have
to put the video on. |'m asking for you recal
from the video.

Apparently, | believe you stated in a

June 1987 video interviewwith Dr. Jeffrey
M shl ove produced by the Spectrum Foundation the
foll owi ng questions and answers. Do you recal
giving that particular --

A Yes, | do.

Q -- interview?
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There was a response to Dr. M shlove's
question: "What are sone of the other directions
that the course is taking now that so nmany people
are involved? | know there is music. There are

vi deot apes. There are posters, coffee nugs."
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Answer, "Ch, yes. Yes. Yes. |If people

want to express these ideas in the various forns
that mani fest what they're believing at this tineg,
why not? The Foundation for |nner Peace which
publ i shes A course in Mracles doesn't have
anything to do with that. |[If people want to use
the material, why not? And | notice that sone of
the nmusic is quite beautiful. Sone of it | would
even call inspired. Soneone told nme that she was
witing a play based upon A Course in Mracles.
That part, it'll extend in its own way and in many
ot her ways too, that, | can't even inmagine as the
i deas of love will."

Do you recall giving that response?

A | don't recall the response, but
obviously, | gave it.
Q Is that statement still true today of

your feelings and beliefs?

A No. It is not true today.
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Q What's different?

A VWhat's different is the time. This is
what | believed because there was so little
activity. Wwen | started to see how exponentially
it grew and what was happening to it, | evolved ny

belief systeminto sonething very different.
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Q So that has evolved till today?
Well, | would say today, as forner

copyright holder and trademark hol der of the
Course in Mracles, that | believe it has taken on
a nore dignified form | believe that people who
are seriously interested in spreading its nessage
can do so. They can teach the way they want to
teach, and they know the guidelines for teaching.

| believe that there aren't as nany spontaneous
representations of the Course nor does it adorn
its products.

I nmade a m stake by allow ng sonme of
those things to happen. | was very inexperienced
with this, and in the evolution of this process, |
feel it's much nore in keeping with what Hel en
requested of ne.

Q When you say you made a ni stakes, we al
make m st akes.

A | didn't say we all neke mnistakes. |
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said | made nistakes.
Q Wt hdraw t hat.
In connection with these m stakes, can
you be nmore specific in connection with what?
A Yeah. | think | could have stopped if |

knew who they were and investigated it, sone of
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the uses of coffee nmugs and T-shirts. | think

that | didn't have to be such a nice guy because
it seenms to be ny nature.

I think that | could have been perhaps
nore circumspect about the proliferation of groups
that were not aware. This is in retrospect, of
course, because | didn't know then what | know
now, that they were m susing the nane.

I think if I went through ny files, for
i nstance, | can cone up with sone things that I
wi shed had been corrected. W did try to correct
nost of them

Q Well, when you say, however, that it was
a mstake, it was a m stake in the sense that you
were aware of something and you didn't do anything
about it?

A I wasn't aware of it nostly, and perhaps

I could have been. Let's say sonething canme to ny
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awar eness that sonmeone sent ne a coffee cup, |
felt offended by it that it happened, but not
knowi ng where it cane from since it was a gift, |
couldn't followup onit. | think that it was
probably very early when all this was happening
and it did not really inmpress itself upon ne that

it could get serious and it started to with the
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transl ation.

Q The transl ations, however, | think you
i ndi cated were happening as early as 19807

A Yes.

Q Anyt hi ng el se besides transl ati ons and
cof fee nugs that you becane aware that you
couldn't follow up on for whatever reasons?

A If | became aware of them 1 followed up
on them That was what | did.

Q Okay. Now, do you recall giving an

interview in One Earth Magazine in 1989 in which
you nade the foll owing statenment --

A Excuse nme. \Who was the author of that?

Q We're going to have to dig it out for
you, but | want to know if you recall making the
statenent. That's all.

A Okay.

Q Qbvi ously, we have the obligation to
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show it in print, but I'masking if you recal
meki ng the statenent.

"W were guided to give the copyright
freely without judgenent. |f people wanted to
make M racles coffee nugs, they can.”

Do you recall meking that statenent?

A. | don't recall saying it. Although,
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think you quoted ne in the video, but | know
could have. So if you're asking me do | recall to
whom | said it? The answer is no, | don't recall
Q When you say that you could have, this
is in 1989, what do you nmean you could do that?
A | could have made that statement about
what was happening in the beginning.
VWen | say "we," I'mafraid that was
partially editorial because | nmade that decision
Q That's fine. | was going to ask you
that: When you're saying you nade that deci sion
were you del egated by the executive comrittee to
deal with this particular area?
A. Actually, Bob Skutch and | were the only
ones who did deal with it at that time.
Ken Wapni ck, for the nobst part, was in

New York. He was setting up his own organization

Q Are you famliar with a gentleman by the

A Robert Draper. | net him

Various researches, such as the
Mai moni des Hospital had a | aboratory there called
the dreamlab, but it was really for
bi opsychol ogi cal studi es.

Q Ckay.

A And t hey were using various equipnment to
measure brain waives in both sleep state and

wake. They were using nechanisns and protocols to
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i nvestigate tel epathy, clairvoyance,
psychokeni ses, that kind of thing.
Q | assune, then, that you had sone
interest in this area personally?
A Very strong interest.
Q VWhat was the basis of your interest?
A. My daught er
Q Coul d you explain that? How did that
i nterest get --
A The interest got aroused because she

was, at a very early age, able to know things not
t hrough ordi nary channels that | could recogni ze,
nmeani ng beyond the five senses.

Q Coul d you give nme an exanple so | might

under stand t hat ?
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A Okay. An early example was at two. She
was in a playpen. | walked into the kitchen, and
she was in the living room | stood in front of a
kit chen cabi net thinking what should | give her

br ot her when he cones home? She said, "Not tuna

fish. He hates it." | said, "Wat did you say?"
"He hates tuna fish. | heard you asked
me." That was an exanpl e.
Q As she has gotten ol der, what
ot her powers -- is there another word we can use?
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A Ability.
Q What other abilities beyond the five
senses that you're able to explain?
A There was di scussion a few tinmes of

precognitive dreans, dream ng, psychokeni ses,

t el epat hy, cl airvoyance.

Q I's your interest in this area continuing
till today?
A Not as much. No. | have sone

i nterested people tell ne about it.

Q Did there conme a tinme when the name of
the entity of the Foundation was changed to
Foundation for Inner Peace?

A That's right.
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Q Is there a reason why that nane change
t ook pl ace?

A Yes. To reflect our interest, No. 1, so
that we could be the vehicle for publishing A
Course in Mracles which was to be published
t hrough not-for-profit, since it did not
accurately described what we were doing with the
Course in Mracles, although it covered it.

Q What does "parasensory" neans?

A Par asensory was a casual phrase that

people used in that field to say beyond the five
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senses.
Q Did you change the nane in part because

Hel en Schucman did not want to be associated with
anyt hing that was parasensory -- that had the nanme

par asensory?

A Yes.

Q Did that come before?

A Yes.

Q Was it conversations?

A Yes.

Q Was it in conversations with Hel en?

A Conversations | had with everyone, not

Hel en al one.

Q VWho was present, then, when you say
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"everyone"?

A. Ken Wapnick, Dr. WIlliam Thetford, and
Dr. Hel en Schucnan.

Q What was said by Hel en, as you recall
during this conversation?

A I can only give you the nature because
can't give you verbati mwhat was said. It was a
conversati on we had because we had just agreed to

take on the responsibility of publishing a Course

in Mracles. It didn't seem appropriate -- so the
group felt -- and sone of them not just Helen --
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for "parasensory" to be used. And Helen in a
nmeditation had seen -- this is my recollection.
Okay?

Helen in neditati on had seen sonething
she called a vision, and she had seen sonet hi ng
sayi ng "Foundation for Teaching |Inner Peace." And
she said she felt that should be the nane.

rel ati onshi ps were happy and successful, and | was
enployed in the job of teaching that | really
loved. | had no idea why | was beginning to fee
down and enpty -- that's the only word | can
describe it.

It got stronger and stronger until one
ni ght when ny kids were out doing their stuff, Bob
was out, | felt that | needed to really weep, and
so | did. | could really let go, which | don't
ever renenber doing that in ny life before.
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So fromdeep within -- within inside of
me canme my own voice saying "WII| soneone up
there, please, help ne.” | was stunned. |
literally did not think that was inside ne. |
also didn't connect it with any sense of what that
meant. | just knew that | couldn't cope with this
feeling which was getting kind of dark.

When | said, "WII| soneone up there,
pl ease, help ne," | have al ways believed in God.
So that was not strange, but the fact that | would
do it under those circunstances. | had al ways
prayed. Fromthe time | was a child, prayer was
important in ny life. This was sonething nore
than the ordinary.

Wthin a few days, | was officiating, in
a way, noderating and introducing a conference at
t he New York Acadeny of Science, and the subject
matter was Kirlian and photography as a di agnhostic
tool for the nedical profession.

Peopl e who had worked with it from al
over the world were there, and | was introducing
the subject matter, which | equated with healing
in some way, and the way in which | equated it
with healing is that sone people that m ght be

phot ographing this device, the electrical output
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of the human being in such a way they can equate
it with what people see as the aura. Sone of

t hese people were interested in that. Sone of
them weren't.

So | was there. It turned out that Bil
Thetford happened to attend, which is another |ong
story, but quite interesting.

So up until that day, | had the sense of
darkness in that | didn't know where ny life was
| eadi ng, even though, nmy God, what else could |
possibly want? That's when | net them in that
state of mind.

to the effect that the Course contains various
uni versal spiritual truths.

Have you ever heard a statenment to that
effect?

A Yes. Put in a specific form
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Q Sorry?

A. Put in a specific form

Q What does that nmean?

A It nmeans, if we say "God is |ove," nany

peopl e can agree, and that other traditions say
the sane thing, but the way it is said in A Course
in Mracles it contends it's a particular form
which we call -- Helen is the one that put it in
that form but the truths in it are not new.

The expression of it is new. The
form-- not the expression -- the formof it is
not new, but | guess the experience is not.

Q You equated those at least in this

testinony?

A Yes.
Q Getting back to what we were discussing
before we stopped, | noved i nto another subject

di scussion as to your know edge of the various
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steps the Course went through before its ultinmate
distribution in the formthat it now exists.

As | understand it, initially, whether
it was spoken by Jesus or an inner voice -- we
won't contest that at the nmonment -- Hel en took

down by shorthand vari ous stenographic books --
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A. That's right.

Q -- in which we call a dictation --

A Yes

Q -- for the sake of discussion?

A Yes.

Q Is that correct?

A That's correct.

Q Who did you learn that fact from if you
recal | ?

A | learned that fact from Hel en and
Bill. I can't tell you which one, because when
they told ne the story, they each interjected. It

was a conversation that involved the two of them
to me. So | heard that that day.

Q Okay. After that step, do you know what
the next step was? What next happened to the

st enogr aphi ¢ books? \What canme next?

A Hel en read her portion that was in her

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A It would be Ken Wapni ck at the
Foundation for A Course in Mracles.

Q How does that happen M. Wapnick has
this and maybe other drafts as well?

A He kept themall. This was after the
fact that | cane in. It was not the part that |
was interested. He and Helen kept them and when
Hel en di ed, they stayed with him

Q Were you ever advi sed on what basis they
stayed with hin? Was it through Helen's will, or
did you ever hear a discussion about how it cane
about that he retains these?

A | can't say it was a discussion. It was
just acknow edged that he was to hold them
because he held a lot of Helen's things that she
gave himto hold.

A. El eanor Criswell was my advisor from ny
doctoral programin California. I was stil
enrolled as a student in that program | realized

that my life had dramatically taken a different
turn and decided to share it with her because
had the feeling | was going drop out of the
doct orate program

| carried the manuscript in three
bi nders up to where she was for the day, which is
the Transpersonal Association of Psychol ogy
office, and | told her the story.

She said, "Let ne look at it," because
she was advising me -- she understood that because
of this | was probably going to drop out of the
program She took it home, and she called nme up
to nmeet her the next day -- this is what |
remenber to the best of nmy ability -- and she said
she understood that this was sonething extrenely
i nportant.

group to do that, although we did that nobst of the
time we were together.

Q My question was do you recall whether
Hel en ever indicated to you that prior to her
gi ving you the go-ahead to do the copyright filing
that she had heard fromit, the inner voice, or

Jesus that she should go ahead and copyright it?

A I don't have any recollection
Q That's fine.
Now, in connection with Helen -- for

anything in return?

A At that time, it was never discussed.
